Policy Statement NACE Cymru

SCHOOLS WITH AN ADEQUATE ESTYN JUDGEMENT APPLYING TO GAIN THE NACE CYMRU CHALLENGE AWARD
The NACE Cymru Challenge Award is a Quality Standards based self-evaluation and improvement framework. The Framework is inclusive and can be used by schools in any phase from Early Years to Key Stage 5. It provides a structure and guidance through which schools develop high quality provision for all learners, as well as for the most able and talented pupils. It can be used equally by all schools, whatever their context or overall levels of attainment pupils may have.
The NACE Cymru Challenge Award places classroom provision and pupils at the centre of school improvement. As such, schools that apply to be assessed for the NACE Cymru Challenge Award will have developed the quality of teaching to a standard that is at least good,  confirmed in the most recent Estyn Inspection , or school judgments of good have been externally verified.
All schools applying to gain the NACE Cymru Challenge Award school must have:

· improved the quality of teaching, to a standard that is at least good, as confirmed by recent external inspection,  or by an external or Local Authority adviser;

· completed the self evaluation matrix, confirming development of high quality provision; and

· completed the Core documents.

If a school cannot meet the above criteria, then application for assessment should be postponed until the criteria are met. NACE will arrange for a NACE Cymru assessor to visit the school to offer guidance and support to assist the school in moving forward.
